The Respiratory System

This system brings oxygen into your body and takes carbon
dioxide out of your body. The major parts of the respiratory
system are the trachea, the lungs, and the diaphragm.

The Girculatory System

This system carries oxygen and food to all of the cells in
your body. It then removes carbon dioxide and other waste
products from those cells. The major parts of the circulatory
system are the heart, the arteries, the veins, the capillaries,
and the blood that moves through those parts.

Two Systems Working Together as One

When you breathe in, your diaphragm first helps your lungs
to get bigger. As a result, the air flows into your nose or
mouth, through your trachea, and into your lungs. This air
has oxygen, which your body needs to live. Next, the oxygen
in your lungs passes into the capillaries, which then carry
blood to the pulmonary vein. This vein then takes the blood
to the left side of your heart. O

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temperate forest noun a forest in a part

texture noun the way that something
